What not to bring:

· Underclothes (unless they are in a new package)

· Car seats over 5 years old 

· Pacifiers or bottle nipples (Unless new in package)

Consignors will receive 90% of the sale price


· Drop off /volunteer times must be scheduled.

· Cash will be paid for items sold on Saturday when you pick up your items on Saturday!

We will be charging a $5.00 consignor fee to cover the cost of the sale.

Any proceeds left over will go to help support the Crisis Pregnancy Center.

Consignment Guidelines

1. Consignors must register by dropping off or mailing the registration form and the $5 fee to:                    201 Oak Trail Belmont NC 28012

2. A minimum of 10 items or $25 in merchandise is required to be a participant in the sale.

3. Consignor tags can be found on our website at www.newlifebelmont.org or contact Tammy Styles at 704-460-5599 or trading styles@bellsouth.net for a copy. 

4. All items must have tags fastened on tightly with safety pins.  Clothing should have tags placed on the right side of the chest as you look at the front. 

5. All item prices must end in .25, .50, .75 or .00-

6. Clothes must be easily-identified, numbered and size. **(please make sure you have your consignor number and price on both the top and bottom portion of you tags)**

7. If you do not wish to have your items reduced for the half price sale they must be marked “NR” next to the price.  Otherwise they will be reduced to half price for the sale on Saturday.

8. If you wish to donate left over items please place a red check on the tag.  **(IF YOUR CLOTHES HAVE NOT BEEN PICKED UP BY THE DESIGNATED PICK-UP TIME THEY WILL BE DONATED!)

9. All consignors are required to volunteer for one hour to help set up, tear down or during sale hours.  Your hours will be assigned when you register.  Proceeds from the sale will be held until you have worked your hour.

10. All clothing, linens, and shoes must be CLEAN (no stains, tears, odor, pet odor/hair, and smoke free). They must be on hangers where applicable. The Consignment Committee reserves the right to exclude any clothing, linens, or shoes that are dirty, stained, or out of season. You must arrive with your items on hangers and tagged with price or you will asked to return at a later time with your items. The following items do not have to be on hangers: pajamas, onesies, bibs, and linens (place in Ziploc bags.) 

11. Hangers must have the hook facing to the left. 

12. Breast pumps are accepted; however, they must be sterilized before selling. Equipment such as swings, strollers, car seats, etc., must be in working condition and clean. Dirty or broken items will be excluded from the sale at the discretion of the Consignment Committee.

13. NO stuffed animals.

14. Toys must be clean and in working condition. Working batteries must be in items requiring them.

15. If any items, such as shirts, toys, books, etc., dishearten glory to God we have the right to exclude them. 

16. When you come to pick up any of your items that were not sold, please check the Retrieval Area for any stained or out of season items that were excluded from the sale.

17. New Life Baptist Church is not responsible for lost or stolen items during the sale.

18. If you sign up to consign and do not show up - you forfeit your right to sell in the next sale.
